Ken Cook’s Amazing Chocolate Chip Cookies

2-1/4 cups all-purpose flour1 tsp baking soda
1 tsp salt
1 cup (2 sticks) butter, softened
½ cup granulated sugar
1 cup packed brown sugar
1 tsp vanilla extract
1 large egg
3 cups (1 and ½ 12oz pkgs) semi-sweet chocolate chips
1-1/4 cups toasted pecans

Combine flour, baking soda and salt in a small bowl. Beat butter, granulated sugar,
brown sugar and vanilla extract in a large bowl until creamy. Add lightly beaten egg
and mix well. Gradually mix in flour mixture. Stir in chocolate chips and pecans.

Refrigerate a minimum of 2 hours.

Phalaenopsis
Preheat oven to 375 deg F.
Roughly shape dough into balls and cook 1 dozen at a time on a baking
sheet. You decide the size of cookie that you prefer and size the dough
balls accordingly.

Bake 9 to 14 minutes or until golden brown, time will vary with the size
of cookie.
Cool on baking sheet 5 minutes, remove to wire racks to cool
completely.         Enjoy!
