AUGUST SPEAKER RECAP
Dan Newman gave an informative talk on pleurothalids. This class of orchids

grows mainly from southern Mexico to'southern Brazil and in the Carribean islands. This
group of orchids is distinguished by the lack of a pseudo bulb. Because of this lack of a
back-bulb, these orchids need a constant source of moisture and prefer shadier conditions.

There are approximately 4,000 to 5,000 species of pleurothalids. The most popular
group in this class are the Masdevallias. These account for 500 of the species in the
pleurothalid family.

Dan then gave a 30-minute slide show that showed many other species in this class.
Eveéry one of these polysyllabic words were too hard for this writer to spell correctly.
Barbocella, Myozanthis, Lepanthopsis, Zoohtrophious, Dreslurella, the, it, etc.................
